Alstom to supply
dmus to Ottawa
OC TRANSPO, the urban

transit service for
Ottawa, Canada, has selected
Alstom to supply six new
Coradia Lint low-floor dmus
for operation the 8km O-Train
north-south line between
Bayview and Greenboro. The
order is worth $C 34m ($US
34.4m) with the trains set to be
delivered in 2013.

OC Transpo currently
operates three 3-car
Bombardier Talent dmus on
the line which are built to
European standards and have
a narrower car body profile
than conventional North
American rolling stock.
Retractable steps are
consequently used at stations
so passengers can easily reach
the trains and freight traffic
can continue to use the line. 

The Coradia Lint vehicles
accommodate up to 260
passengers and once
introduced will double
capacity on the O-Train which
currently serves 2.3 million
passengers per year. 

TAIPEI City government’s
Department of Rapid

Transit Systems (Dorts) has
selected a consortium led by
Kawasaki Heavy Industries
and including Alstom and
CTCI Corporation, Taiwan, in
a $NT 10.9bn ($US 375.3m)
contract to supply railway
systems and equipment for the
16.7km automated Wuri -
Wenxin - Beitun line.

In addition to the supply of
36 medium-capacity vehicles
for the line, Kawasaki is
responsible for project
management and system
integration. Alstom will supply
the CBTC signalling system,
and CTCI will provide the 750V
dc third-rail power supply
system. Both firms will install
communications and automatic
fare collection systems.

The 18-station line, which
will link the Beitun depot in
Taichung city with Taichung’s
high-speed station, is due to
be completed by October 2017.

FOLLOWING a delay of
nearly two years, Mumbai

Metro will begin trial
operation by the end  of
December on the Versova and
Andheri section of the 11.4km
Versova - Ghatkopar line,
ahead of its opening next year. 

Four of 16 four-car trains
ordered from CSR Nanjing
have arrived in Mumbai, with
four more trains expected to
be delivered “soon” according
to joint project director, Mr
Dilip Kawathkar.

The Mumbai Metropolitan
Region Development
Authority says that more than
80% of civil works is now
complete, although it is likely

that the line will be opened in
stages beginning with the
Versova - Azad Nagard stretch
due to right-of-way issues.

Elsewhere, the Japan
International Cooperation
Agency is expected to accept a
proposal to provide $US
2.26bn to fund construction of
Line 3. The move comes after
the Indian government refused
to fund the full cost of the
project which is estimated at
Rs 210bn ($US 4.55bn).

The 25-30km underground
Line 3 will run from Colaba at
the southern tip of Mumbai to
the western suburb of Bandra,
connecting with Chhatrapati
Shivaji International Airport.
